· Final Bibliography/Works Cited: Five books and three alternative sources that you will USE in your paper, typed and in proper format. 20 points Include your thesis statement at the top of your bibliography.  Thesis:  In one to two sentences, state your main argument (what you will be proving in your paper). 10 points

· Outline:  An analytical outline that is a developed ‘skeleton’ of your paper.  Following proper format (see attached) you will create an outline that details your support for each main argument.  It should include an outline of your introduction, supporting paragraphs (topic sentences and evidence), and your conclusion.  15 points
· Rough Draft:  At least four pages of your actual paper using proper format, citation, etc.  Include bibliography.  35 points
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
