Summary of Little Shop of Horrors

Little Shop of Horrors is a rock musical comedy by composer Alan Menken and writer Howard Ashman.   It tells the tale of a hapless florist shop worker who raises a plant that had its origins in outer space and which came to earth with an agenda.  The musical is based on a low-budget film that was directed by Roger Corman.  The music is in the style of 1960s rock and roll and doo-wop and early Motown.   We learn early on that the plant, which resembles a venus fly trap, has a penchant for blood.  And it talks and sings throughout the show as well.  


Many of the characters are over the top; but Seymour and his co-worker Audrey are sympathetic characters who eventually become romantically involved.
