What is it?
Eligible seniors have an opportunity to take tuition free courses at Goodwin College outside the high school schedule and receive college credit for college level courses.

What courses may students take?

Students may take courses which are not available to them at Coventry High School. Courses are on a seat-available basis.

How many courses may students take?

Students may take one course per semester (fall, spring and summer) and earn a maximum of 9 college credits, tuition free, while enrolled in high school.
Who is eligible?

Seniors who have achieved a cumulative B average and who are recommended by the Coventry High School Partnership Coordinator are eligible for the Partnership.

What are the students’ costs?

Students provide their own transportation and pay for their own books & supplies.

How do students register for the Partnership?

Students should speak with the Partnership Coordinator at Coventry High School and complete a Goodwin College application. The application fee is waived. Upon acceptance, students will meet with an Admissions Officer at Goodwin College and take an academic placement test.

When should students apply?

Students should apply before the semester begins and adhere to application deadlines.

How do students benefit from the Partnership?

Students have the opportunity to receive college credits free of charge while in high school. Students will gain insight into career paths and become familiar with a college campus.
