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Coventry Students Score Big in State Writing Competition

The Future Problem Solving Program of Connecticut has announced the results of its 2007-2008 Scenario Writing Competition, and Coventry students have emerged as winners. 

In the Middle Division, grades 7- 9, eighth grader Jordan Sabin has won the State Future Problem Solving Scenario Writing Championship, and he will represent the State of Connecticut at the FPS International Competition in Michigan this June. Jordan’s scenario, “Couples” focused on issues related to cybernetics. Jordan will receive his first place award at the 25th Annual Connecticut Future Problem Solving Conference awards ceremony on March 29.  Jordan is coached by Coventry parent, Lisa Thomas.

Fourth grader Evan Faulkner’s scenario, “New Hope With Neurotechnology” earned him a second place finish in the Junior Division.  As a 4th grader, Evan was one of the youngest participants in the Junior Division, which spans 4th – 6th grade.  He also is only the second 4th grader ever to win a scenario writing award in the history of Connecticut’s Future Problem Solving program.  Evan’s coach is Mrs. Carla Kennedy, the Coventry School District’s Gifted and Talented specialist. Evan also will receive his award on March 29.

The FPS Scenario Writing Competition asks students to research in depth one of the current year’s topics and then write a fiction story that predicts future trends and is written as though the future were the present.  This year’s topics include: Cybernetics, Virtual Simulations, Neurotechnology, Debt in Developing Countries, and Child Labor.
