
What Is It? 

The Clothes Exchange is a place  to exchange your own gently-used clothes for other gently-used clothes.  It provides the opportu-
nity to empty your closets of good quality clothes that don’t fit anymore and to replace them with other good quality clothes.  It 
gives everyone a chance to update their wardrobe at a minimal cost—and reduce, reuse, and recycle in a way that benefits our 
community. 

How Does It Work? 

♦ Bring your clothes to one of the drop-off locations and receive a receipt for the quantity you bring.

♦  Bring your receipt to the Clothes Exchange, and exchange it for the same number of items you dropped off 

♦ A $5 entry fee gets you into the Exchange—whether you leave with 10 or even 100 items of clothing  

Which Kinds of Items Can Be Exchanged? 

♦ The goal of the Kids Fall/Winter Clothes Exchange is to give families the opportunity to ex-

change for fall & winter items for their kids.  Any and all apparel for the these seasons is ac-

cepted, from sizes birth to age 18.  Items should be in good shape and appropriate for chil-

dren.  Coats, shoes, and bags are acceptable; games, toys, jewelry, and other accessories will 

not be accepted.  Don’t forget Halloween costumes and holiday dress-up clothes! 

FAQ’s 

♦ How many items can I bring to exchange? 
 * As many items as you want to.   

♦ Do I have to count the clothes? 
 * Please.  This will help our volunteers at drop-off times.  In addition, it would be extremely helpful if you also di-
vided items by size.
